day to citizens in both the foothill and I\

patrol beats. Patrol Operations took 5692 reports

and made 1941 arrests during 2009.
Additionally, the patrol deputies responded to

33, 716 calls for service. Patrol deputies made
27, 878 self initiated contacts during the same

time period validatig the preactive mind set
the department takes towards resolving
community issues.

Dunning Ave Region Project: In May
the weekly COMBTAT reports
indicated an increase in wariety of
criminal activities in East Linda, which
included several streets in the Dunning
Ave. Region. Members of patrol
worked with the gang unit and NES
Agents to identify known gang members
and associates in the area that could be
contributing to he increase in criminal
activity. Several investigation®lating

to this project were egoing for most of
the summer months. This project was
completed in November with a
combined effort from patrol,
investigations, and NEB. During the
course of thisproject, 20 arrests of
primary targets were made in the
Dunning Ave. Region. There were 4
search warrants served and 7 of the
initial targeted persons moved from the
area. The combined efforts resulted in a
7% decrease in calls for service and a
27% decease in crime reports in the
Dunning Ave. Region.

Yuba Garden Apartments: The Yuba

Garden Apartments were identified
through COMPSTAT as being an area
of high criminal activity. Beat officers
made contact with the property
management and identified pien

tenants. The problems in the complex
were identified and addressed from
several different areas.  Apartment
Watch meetings were held and
information was provided to tenants on
how to identify and report criminal

activity.  Various searches and pro
acive details were conducted resulting
in arrests. Additionally, several search
warrants were executed that resulted in
arrests.  The complex manager was
diligent in evicting problem tenants
when the tenants had criminal charges
brought against them. Coinled efforts
resulted in a 36% reduction in calls for
service and a 30% reduction in crime
reports for the apartment complex.

5732 Alicia Ave: This address was a
source of blight for the residents of West
Linda. Additionall vy,
Department frequently responded to
trespassing calls at this location. On one
occasion, a transient started a fire inside

the residene that resulted in the Linda

Fire Department being called. It was
clear this location was becoming a
health and safety concern on a variety of

l evel s. The Sherif
worked with Code Enforcement and the
property owner to ensure the property
wasabated and cleaned. As a result, all
potential hazards have been eliminated
demonstrating what can be
accomplished through a coordinated
effort.

Graffiti__Busters: The Sherif
Department continues to have an
ongoing relationship with  Graffiti
Busters,which is another organization
dedicated to the beautification of our
communi ty. The Sher
will routinely make referrals to Graffiti
